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Consideration should be given to
plot scale SuDS features as source
control assets such as rain gardens.
SuDS for conveyance could also be
used to enhance the street scene of
the site.

The existing watercourses
on the site will be retained
with SuDS features
conveying water into these
watercourses at QBar rate
of 11.40 l/s/haPonds located along the tributaries of the

East Brook can be enhanced to store
surface water runoff from the proposed
development. These ponds provide a
method of retaining surface water as well as
a natural method of flood management
which could help reduce flood risk to Dinas
Powys.

Basins and elongated swales used
across the site to store and treat
surface water prior to discharging
into the East Brook. Opportunities to
provide amenity and biodiversity
benefits through these assets.

Public Open Spaces could
be multifunctional with low
flow channels to create
usable spaces which are
designed to flood in larger
rainfall events.
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
